	1. Read the Helpsheet. 

2. Use it to attempt the first paper (Set C).  You need to read the Paper 1 Set C Insert and then answer the questions in the Paper 1 Set C Question Paper.  Don’t worry about timings yet – we will build up to that.  Use the Helpsheet to help you structure your answers.

3. Once you have attempted the paper on your own, read the Exemplars for Paper 1 Set C and use this to try to improve your own answers.

4. Do the Paper 1 Set D Question Paper.  Again, read the Paper 1 Set D Insert and then answer the questions using the Helpsheet to help you structure your answers.

5. Reading Task:  (continued)
a. Read as much as possible. If you do not have books at home, you may read novels online at www.bibliomania.com. You can access lots of books and plays online.  A list of where to find these is here: https://nothingintherulebook.com/2017/01/10/55-places-you-can-download-tens-of-thousands-books-plays-and-other-literary-texts-completely-legally-for-free/

b. Look up new words and try to expand your vocabulary.  This will help you to understand more of what you read.

c. Be a magpie!  Make a note of any exciting words, phrases, sentences or methods used by the writer you would like to steal for your own writing.  Use these to develop your own writing style. (N.B.: Two writing tasks – one fiction, one non-fiction – will be 50% of your English Language exams.)

The English Language exams have three unseen texts, one from the 19th, 20th and 21st century.  One is fiction (from a novel), one non-fiction (such as a newspaper article) and the last is literary non-fiction (such as an account from an autobiography or travel writing).  To be able to read, understand and answer questions on these texts, it is important to develop your reading of a range of text types and genres with a suitable level of challenge.  Get reading - enjoy!
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
