	Paper 1 – Creative Writing (1 source) – 1 hour 45 minutes

	Question 1 – Find 4 ideas – 4 minutes
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· Find the lines in the source and rule them off.
· Read the question.  Find four ideas from the text relevant to the question.
· Write them as quotes or sentences which include the idea.  You don’t need to explain them or write anything about them.

	Question 3 – Structure TEE – 14 minutes 
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· Imagine you are a director. Read the whole source and imagine what is being described as shots in a film.
· Pick out three main events.  Think about the order of what happens (in the beginning, middle and end).  What is introduced / revealed?  Is there a change or shift in focus / mood? Does anything build / develop? Each of these things is a structural technique you can name.
· Give evidence from the text highlighting this structural feature / choice.
· How is this structure interesting?  What effects are created as a result of the way the text is structured? 
How does it help to build tone / imagery / characterisation?  Are any specific ideas highlighted because of the structure?  What does it help the reader to understand?


	Question 2 – Language TEE – 12 minutes 
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· Read the part of the source in the question.  Pick out ideas that link to the key word(s) in the question.
· When you annotate the text, think straight away about why the writer used the method and how it created an effect.  Make good choices before you write!
· Find a technique used to do the thing in the question (e.g.: shock the reader), giving evidence.
· Explain how the method created the effect:
(The (technique) helps us understand… / …highlights the idea that… /…makes the reader feel… /…helps us imagine...)

	Question 4 – Statement TEE – 30 minutes 
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· Read the part of the source in the question and pick out ideas that link to the statement in the question.
· When you annotate the text, think straight away about why the writer used the method and how it created an effect that links to the statement.  Make good choices before you write!
· Make a point about if you agree or disagree with the statement and why.
· Find a technique used to do the thing in the statement (e.g.: shock the reader), giving evidence.
· Explain how the method created the effect: 
(The (technique) helps us understand… / highlights the idea that… / makes the reader feel… / helps us imagine...)


	Question 5 – Creative Writing – 45 minutes

· Plan a range of ideas, making sure you are showing lots of skills in your writing.
· Plan a strong structure (such as DROP, SHIFT, ZOOM, LEAVE) to show different structural features and to have a clear focus to each paragraph.  Plan how you will make the shift between each idea clear.
· Develop your ideas and make them more interesting to read by using a range of descriptive methods (such as VAMPOSSA).
· Use a range of well-chosen vocabulary and punctuation. Vary your sentence openers, structures and lengths.
· Proof-read at the end to check you have shown these skills and check your spelling and punctuation.
