ThiLuke 3:14 argument which infers military service is allowed
It is significant that John the Baptist did not tell the soldiers to leave the military when they asked Him what it meant to repent. “And some soldiers were questioning him, saying, ‘And what about us, what shall we do?’ And he said to them, ‘Do not take money from anyone by force or accuse anyone falsely, and be content with  and be content with your wages.’ 
Since Jesus does not tell the soldiers to leave the military neither does he say that their job wrong. Therefore it could be argued that war is not sinful.
