Your teacher will have given you a user number to login.

Each of the online titration activities begins with a real-world setting.  
The Level 1 titration involves a contaminated stream.

You must complete each section in an activity before you can progress onto the next section.  You are not given the correct answers so you must persist until you are correct.  Marks are deducted for each incorrect answer and the number of incorrect attempts will be recorded in your E-Lab book, so take time to read the questions carefully and don’t rush the activities.
When you start an activity, you must complete it and save it otherwise your data will be lost. If a question covers an area that is not covered in the Edexcel specification and for that reason, you don’t know the answer, you can type in an obviously wrong answer and then move on.
This resource is aimed at identifying errors when you are carrying out a practical as you could be asked about this in an exam e.g. not removing the filter funnel before starting the titration or not setting the balance to zero before measuring the mass.
Precision is very important or you will not get the correct answers and you won’t be able to continue to the next step e.g. be careful with significant figures.

Your Chemistry teacher can access your work online, using your user number, to check your progress.  However, you must email a copy of your E-lab when you have completed Level 1.

It is possible to complete this work on a phone, if you turn it sideways, but it’s better to do this on a computer.

If you would like to repeat this activity in the future for revision, you can delete the lab book and start again.
