Course Title:  Photography  (Examination Board AQA)
Course overview and expectations:  
You will create a coursework unit worth 50% of the overall grade, comprising a sketchbook showing your photographs, experimentation with media, development of idea(s), analysis of the work of photographers and production of final prints or moving image.
The exam is worth 50% of the overall grade and follows the same process as described above. The theme is chosen from the examination paper and a 5 hour controlled assessment is carried out. 
At the start of the course you will be expected to carry out a variety of ‘mini-projects’ to familiarise yourself with approaches to photography. During the first week you will be set a series of tasks; taking photos and looking at the work of photographers. The above tasks will be followed by your choice for a substantial project based on a specific theme. 
Exam
The exam project work will begin in February and will be completed before the end of May.
Resources required: 
Ideally you will have your own digital camera; an SLR digital is the best option if you are intending to buy one (choose the highest mega pixels on offer) but a basic digital camera to record your observations is essential (school do have DSLR cameras that you can borrow if required).
The school order books and folders which you can buy to present your work. We charge a small cost for printing A3 photographs.

Try to attend photography/ art exhibitions, if possible take photographs, buy postcards or do observational drawings of the work (write the name of the artist, title of the work and place it was on show) you can use this as reference material when you create your studio work.
