Use DROP, SHIFT, ZOOM and LEAVE to plan your story’s structure:


	DROP
the reader into the action.	  
	What’s happening?  Where? What’s the mood? Keep it simple!

Clearly establish the character, setting and situation:
· Decide on some strong characteristics which would influence how the character speaks, moves, behaves.
· Use a simple setting, such as a workplace, a shop, a party.  Make sure it is clear, with some lovely descriptive details.
· The situation should be a simple moment in your character’s life. Don’t make the narrative too complicated.
· Make sure you jump straight into the action. (E.g.: We don’t want to hear what the character had for breakfast before they got to work.)
Mood:
· What is the mood at the beginning and why does the character feel this way? (E.g.: They are moody at work because it’s Monday and they don’t like their job. / They are happy shopping because they have just seen the most beautiful shoes they have ever seen in their life.)
· Think about how your vocabulary and overall language choices will create this mood.


	SHIFT
to another time, mood or place.
	Does your character think about something that happened in the past? / Does something happen to change the mood?

These are examples of a shift:
· Flashback – think about a memory that is relevant to the situation their character is in.  How does it help us to understand the character / how they are feeling more?  Be careful to control your tense though.
· Mood – why does the mood change?  What has happened to make it change?  Choose very different language to show the change in mood.


	ZOOM
in on a tiny detail back where you started.	
	Develop the setting.  Which descriptive details could create imagery or would add to the mood?

Little details are like building blocks.  Little details about your setting help to build an interesting image for your readers.  They also help to develop the mood.

This is a great opportunity to show off your use of descriptive techniques.  Look at VAMPOSSA in the Learning Passport for English Language.


	LEAVE
the place or event.
	How will the story end?  Keep it simple!  Could it end by thinking about the beginning?

Have a strong ending (not like waking up from a dream).  Make it clear the narrative has finished.

You could end with some reference to the beginning, such as the weather, a first event, a detail about the character.  You could show a change, such as a sun coming out on a previously gloomy day or the character changing their mind about something.  Does a change or not having a change fit your character / the situation more?
