As you may be aware, sadly knife crime continues to feature in both national and local news and has a devastating impact on the lives of young people and their families. 

As part of our ongoing commitment to supporting students through our BLOSSOM curriculum, we were pleased to welcome the youth charity The Message Trust into school to deliver their award-winning No More Knives production. This performance forms part of a London-wide initiative aimed at educating young people in schools about the dangers of knife crime and empowering them to make safe and responsible choices.

Students in Years 7–11 took part in the session, which combined personal stories, live music and information about staying safe. The organisation presenting was fully aware of recent events highlighted in the news and, as a result, delivered the production with great care and sensitivity, ensuring the subject matter was handled appropriately and thoughtfully in light of current contextual issues. Students engaged extremely well, taking on board the seriousness of the message in a mature way, while also enjoying the entertaining and engaging nature of the performance.

Following the session, your daughter may wish to talk at home about some of the themes covered or ask questions. We would encourage these conversations, as open discussion is an important part of helping young people understand risks and make informed decisions.
